Food safety and certification 

a) Public and private certification need to be better integrated 
within the wider context of aquaculture governance.  

b) Stimulate food safety through retailers.  

c) The ongoing credibility and effectiveness of certification schemes 
remains a balance between access and impact.  

d) Spatial coordination of (group) certification.  

e) Attention to the legal dimensions of farmer clustering.   

f) Greater oversight on the role of conformity assessment bodies.   

g) Greater oversight over supporting organisations involved in 
aquaculture improvement.  

h) Anticipate the influence of public and private benchmarking 
activities.
